GOVERNMENT SOURCES OF ARTS FUNDING

Local: New York City’s Five Borough Arts Councils

Each borough in New York City has an arts council that distributes city and state
funding for local arts projects that are not able to apply directly to city and state
agencies. Although the arts councils are all independent nonprofit organizations
(not governmental agencies), this is the first place many artists and small arts
groups go to secure public support for their projects. In addition to these funds,
the arts councils each offer a range of artist services and programs.
